A SLC80 (Sound Level Conversion) rating is engaged to convert the difference between 
the sound level of the environment in which the hearing protection is worn and the 
sound level reaching the wearer’s ears. Under the standard people should not be 
exposed to sound above 85dB for more than an 8 hour period. A noise survey is then 
conducted and the table to the right can be used to select the appropriate Class of 
hearing protection required.
